A pre-application form, which is used to determine eligibility to apply for funding, and 

General Funding Information is sent to new agencies.  

Pre-Applications are due in the 708 office February 20, 2009.

Short form (1 page) applications are sent to currently funded agencies. 

Applications are due in the 708 office April 24, 2009.

FEBRUARY 23-27:



On-site reviews of new agencies by 708 Board representatives are conducted prior to 



mailing of March meeting packets.

MARCH 12:
Board considers Pre-Applications at the regular meeting.  Standard application forms 

(11 pages) are sent to new agencies that are eligible to apply for funding.

Applications are due in the 708 Board office April 24, 2009
MAY 14:
Applications are distributed at the meeting to allow sufficient time for board members to 

review.

If information has been received from the County regarding the current levy, extension and 

timely mailing of tax bills, a proposed budget can be prepared and the amount available for 

funding determined.

JUNE 11
PUBLIC HEARING is held to review funding applications.

JULY 9
If the total amount that will be available for funding is known, the Board can determine 

funding tentative funding allocations.  Funding allocations are not final until the requested 

Jackson County Finance Committee approves levy and proposed budget, and the County Board adopts a budget (usually late November).  
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
