The County of Jackson adopted a Public Right-of-Way Accessibility Transition Plan on May 22, 2018 (the Plan) at the regularly scheduled meeting of the County Board. V. Self-Evaluation – Update the following:

JCHD staff conducted an update to the original March, 2018 survey.  No sidewalks or curb ramps are currently maintained by JCHD.  There are 16 on street parking spaces on Boskydell Road adjacent to Giant City School.  Giant City School has handicap accessible parking within their parking lot.  These Boskydell Road spaces are used as overflow parking for the school.  Due to the physical constraints of the terrain and lack of available right-of-way, it is impractical to connect these parking spaces to the school with a pedestrian access route.  Giant City School has not petitioned to upgrade these spaces and there are currently no plans to upgrade.

There are several locations along county highways where pedestrian facilities are maintained by the adjacent city/village as the facilities intersect the County Highway.  The chart below list locations, facility type, jurisdiction, compliance status and scheduled improvements, if applicable:
